What is the purpose of WOLCTI and LOGOS?  WOLCTI was founded to  train and equip  Christian counselors in biblically-based, in-depth counseling techniques to meet the growing demand for competent, Bible-based therapists. They  are  prepared specifically to work within the church setting or as part of an explicitly Christian counseling center. In most states and countries, a state license is not required in order to counsel or life coach as a pastor, minister or in a church sponsored program. Word of Life Institute is affiliated with Logos Educators Network and degrees are granted through Logos Christian College and Graduate School in Jacksonville, Florida.

Free online video training and low-cost certifications, Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees are available at   www.freechristiancounselingtraining.com. What certificates and degrees are offered at Word of Life Institute?  We  offer counseling certifications in pastoral counseling, lay counseling and Bible-based life coaching. Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees in Christian Counseling  are offered through Logos Christian Counseling and Graduate School.  

What types of courses are offered?  WOLI uses either online video Internet and/or DVD recordings of our residence classroom instruction to meet the needs of  students with and without broadband Internet.  Courses are available at all times throughout the world.   Supervision and practicums are offered on the Internet via E-mail.
What do classes for credit cost and how do I register for classes? The fee for taking courses for certifications is $50 per course. These fees are for the grading papers and tests.  For degrees, the undergraduate tuition is $100 per credit hour and graduate tuition is $125 per credit hour.  The cost of books is not included.  The certification application can be downoaded from the certification page on our training website. To apply for admission to LOGOS download and complete the form on the College Degrees page and send it to us with the fee of $100.  Credit for  prior classes and life experience is available. Scholarships based on need maybe available to students from developing  countries.  
 Word of Life  Institute Certification and Degrees
Certifications are for those wishing to learn to counsel more effectively as a pastor, become a lay counselor, study to be a Bible-based life coach, or to add a biblical counseling perspective to an already established counseling or life coaching practice. Unless you are a pastor or have a degree you should not charge a fee for your counseling since you will most likely be unable to obtain counseling liability insurance.  However, it is not unusual for life coaches to charge fees without a degree or liability insurance.

Bachelor’s Degrees are for those who feel called by God to be a part or full time Christian counselor and have not yet earned a Bachelor level degree. This Bachelor’s Degree requires 120 credit hours. College courses taken at other colleges or universities may be accepted as credit toward this degree, up to 15 credit hours can be granted by Logos as life experience credit and 15 hours for  ministry experience, and up to 15 credits can be earned by passing a Bible knowledge test.
Master’s Degrees are designed for those who have already earned a bachelor level degree.  A minimum of 36 credit hours are required for this Logos degree.  A small number of graduate level counseling courses taken at other colleges may be accepted. Those with degrees in areas not associated with counseling may be required to take additional courses.  Courses taken for graduate credit require additional papers and text books. This program can be completed in as little as one year. However, a two-year program is recommended.
Required Courses

The first 6 courses described in the right column of this brochure are normally required for both the Bachelor’s and Master’s Degrees.   Additional courses from this list and from the Logos catalogue may  be chosen to fill out the number of credits required for that degree.  All courses are 3 credits each. 

                      Course Descriptions

CNS530 Faith Therapy Learn the basic principles of faith and how to apply them to resolve self-worth, significance, security,  and  attachment problems
CNS631 Effective Counseling and Coaching Skills Learn basic counseling  and life coaching interviewing methods,  skills, analysis, and ethics. 
CNS632 Transformation! Provides a basic biblical counseling methodology for resolving many of life’s most difficult  problems  based on an analysis of biblical stories.
CNS633 Spiritual Formation Gives an overview of the eight steps of spiritual growth listed in 2 Peter 1, how to achieve each step,  and illustrates these steps in biblical stories. 
CNS531 Principles for Life Provides a foundation for using 44 basic biblical principles to build effective counseling plans.
CNS732 Facilitating Support Groups

Learn how to start a support group and to become  an effective  support group leader.   

CNS731 Marriage & Family Therapy

Gives an overview of a biblical marriage, gender differences, communication, marital therapy, parenting, and marriage  analysis.

CNS634 Counseling Codependency 

Learn to deal with dysfunctional relationships which affect at least one - fourth of Americans. 

CNS831 Counseling Addictions This course explains the basic issues and treatment for drug and alcohol, and other  addictions from a biblical point of view.

PTH512 Mentoring/Life Coaching This new  field of counseling helps people find the call of God on their lives and assists them in effectively fulfilling that call.
THE702 New Covenant Counseling Advanced therapy based on the covenants of God as concealed in the Old Covenant laws, tabernacle, sacrifices, priests, and feasts.
BBS500 Practice Management This course teaches what you need to know about starting and managing a church-based counseling center.
RES697 Practicum in Counseling

Provides individual supervised counseling  and/or  life coaching experience.

RES696 Practicum  Group Counseling
